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Dress and Grooming Policy for School Administrators, Teachers and Office Staff
This policy was corporately implemented by St. Nicholas College – Dingli Primary School as from April 2009.
Preamble:
At St Nicholas College – Dingli Primary we believe that, since the school staff serves as role models, they should maintain professional standards of dress and grooming. The school encourages that, during school hours, all staff wears clothing that demonstrates their high regard for education and presents an image consistent with their job responsibilities. Clothes that may be appropriate for shop attendants may not be appropriate for classroom teachers.
All employees at the above school shall not dress or groom themselves inappropriately if the manner of dress or grooming has an adverse effect on the school to deliver educational services and its educational programmes, or endangers the health and safety of the employees or the students.

This policy shall apply to all employees in the same manner, unless safety concerns or their assignments provides for modified dress, as approved by the Head of School or their supervisor. Such modifications may be approved on a temporary or on-going basis, depending upon the circumstances, such as a field trip activity, field days, sports day, etc. Special exceptions may also be made for religious or medical reasons on presentation of verification from a physician, etc.

Appropriate attire should demonstrate a high regard for education and the teaching profession. It will present an image consistent with job responsibilities and community expectations. 

Guidelines for All Adults:

· Clothing must be professional attire.

· Casual weekend or after-school wear is forbidden.

Dress for PE Teacher:

· All standard athletic clothing can be worn.

· T-shirts with any messages and logos apart from sports logos may not be worn.
Tops/Shirts For Female Adults:

· Tops should be ‘smart casual’ or dress shirts / blouses with appropriate necklines, collars and buttons.

· T-shirts can be worn so long as they are not casual, have a collar and have no prints.

· All tops must cover the midriff, even with arms raised above the head.

· Tops should not be see-through with flesh or undergarments showing, strapless or with wide sleeveless armholes.

· Tops should not be made of denim (jeans) material.
Tops/Shirts For Male Adults:

· Tops should be ‘smart casual’ or dress shirts with collars, ties and buttons.

· T-shirts can be worn so long as they are not casual, have a collar and have no prints.

· Shirts that are designed to be tucked in should be tucked in.

· Shirts with straight hems can be worn out.

· Shirts should not be made of denim (jeans) material.
Trousers For Male & Female Adults:

· Trousers should be of solid colour and should have a sewn hem.

· Trousers should not be tight-fit / body-contouring or revealing.

· Tracksuit bottoms should not be worn except for sports activities, field days, etc.

· Women can wear mid-calf length trousers, but not men.

· Jeans trousers are allowed only if made from normal denim (jeans) material, dark in colour and not faded and/or torn
· Shorts do not denote a professional sobriety of dress and are not allowed on school days.
Dresses & Skirts for Female Adults:

· Dresses and skirts should have an appropriate neckline and style.

· The length of dresses and skirts must be knee-length.

· Dresses and skirts should be of solid colour and should have a sewn hem.

· Dresses and skirts should not be tight-fit body-contouring and revealing.

Shoes for Male & Female Adults:

· Footwear must be comfortable - remember that you’re almost on your feet all the day.

· Thongs / flip-flops may not be worn.

· Sandals should not be casual beach type sandals.

· Sandals should not have only a strap between the toes.

· Sandals should not be a trekking type of shoe, rather than a ‘smart casual’ sandal.

· Sneakers / athletic shoes / tennis shoes should only be worn for athletic activities, sports activities, field days, etc.

Hats & Caps:

· Hats/caps cannot be worn inside the school premises, except in the yards during breaks.

· Hats/caps must be worn when partaking in physical activities outside the school as educational outings, sports days and field days.

Jewellery:

· Jewellery should be discreet, and not a distraction.

· Visible body-piercing and tongue-piercing is not permitted, apart for earrings.

Hair, Make-up & Others:

· Hair must be tidy and professional looking.
· Make-up should not be disruptive.

· Sunglasses should not be worn on the school premises except in the play areas.

Educational Outings:

Members of the staff are expected to dress appropriately for their profession when taking students for educational outings. However, for such occasions the following dress items are permitted:

· Sunglasses.

· Headwear (a hat or a cap).

· Tracksuit trousers (when on field trip or for sports activities).
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
